MetroLyrics (http://www.metrolyrics.com/) provides the 
largest database of licensed, complete and accurate song 
lyrics through its partnership with Gracenote. With more 
than 36 million unique monthly visitors, more than 100 
million monthly page views, and more than 690,000 regis-
tered users, MetroLyrics receives more traffic than many of 
the best-known sites in the music industry. In addition to 
being a the third largest music web site worldwide (based on 
monthly unique users), MetroLyrics provides lyrics applica-
tions that can be used in Web sites and blogs, across social 
media networks, and on mobile devices.

BACKGROUND

As MetroLyrics has an audience that's heavily driven by 
search, mobile solutions also have to be search-friendly. 
While trying to accommodate the differences between lyrics 
licensing regulations on mobile and on desktop, MetroLyrics 
set out to find a way to automatically provide a better expe-
rience to mobile visitors. As the MetroLyrics platform is 
undergoing constant change in a high-traffic setting, it was 
especially important to minimize any additional engineering 
work or interference with the ongoing evolution of its 
custom-built content management system.

MOBILE STRATEGY

Creating a mobile version of MetroLyrics was easy with Mobify. Thanks to using best practices for 
HTML markup and URL patterns on the full site, all it took was selecting mobile blocks on tem-
plates for song lyrics, artist profiles and album listings. According to MetroLyrics CEO, Alan Juris-
tovski, "Mobify quickly solves many issues that used to require internal mobile development 
efforts. As MetroLyrics grows, we know that mobile users are covered". Several months after 
m.metrolyrics.com was launched, MetroLyrics unveiled an updated design with new features. It 
took only a few hours for the web designer to redesign the mobile version.

USING MOBIFY

With the desktop version of MetroLyrics evolving rapidly, new features and site sections are made 
available to the audience on an ongoing basis. As soon as a feature is ready for mobile, MetroLyr-
ics web designers can include it in the mobile layout in a matter of minutes. Another upcoming 
launch is an integration project with Akamai, the CDN used by MetroLyrics, to automatically detect 
and send mobile users to the appropriate page on the Mobify-powered mobile version.
